Format: Booth-style portfolio review with short, focused one-to-one or small
group conversations, allowing artists to present work, ask questions,
and receive critical and career-oriented feedback.

Eligibility: Young artists who have been actively practising for at least the
last three years.

Selection: Participants will be chosen from applicants responding to an
online/social media call, due to limited review time with each advisor.

Interaction time: Each artist will get 15 minutes with one of the mentors.
